- “A cup of proper coffee in a proper coffee cup” starting on middle C and going to the C above middle C. Then on the way down “red leather yellow leather”

- Major triads on vowels starting on middle C and going up

Procedures/activates:

1. Welcome class

2. Give an overview of what will be done in class today

3. Complete warm-ups 

4. Instruct to open to page 6 of Ezekiel

5. Have all students sing the tenor line

6. Then build parts on pick up and top of page 7 having tenors come in first, then altos, basses, finally add sopranos. Just repeating that same line over in over

7. Do same as step six for the middle of page 7

8. Work on ending of song. 

9. Go over ending with ladies, instructing men to pay close attention to see how their part fits in.

10. Go over men’s part for ending, instructing ladies to hum their parts.

11. Put together 

12. Sing song in its entirety

13. Run Rock Me Lord, stopping to fix problems 

14. Run Just Sing focusing on dynamics and phrasing
