Warm up:

-Stretch
-Breathing exercises
- C major scale on solfeg, stopping on appropriate part then going up half a step.  
- “A cup of proper coffee in a proper coffee cup” starting on middle C and going to the C above middle C. Then on the way down “red leather yellow leather”

Procedures/activates:

1. Welcome class
2. Give an overview of what will be done in class today
3. Review trouble spots in “Sing and rejoice” (measures 29-36)
4. Start “Sing and Rejoice” from start to finish, stopping to fix issues along the way.
5. Sing again to see if problem spots are cleaner.
6. Review trouble spots in “Remember” (measures 56-66)
7. Sing, “remember” from start to finish, stopping to fix issues along the way.
8. Sing again to see if problem spots are cleaner.
9. Review trouble spots in “Life has Loveliness to sell” (measures 29 -42)
10. Sing, “Life has Loveliness to sell” from start to finish, stopping to fix issues along the way.
11. Sing again to see if problem spots are cleaner.
12. If time go over style markings in “life has Loveliness to sell”

-Recap what was done in class today
-Ask sections what went well in the class, and what still needs work
