Warm up:

-Stretch

-Breathing exercises

- C major scale on solfeg, stopping on appropriate part then going up half a step.  
- “A cup of proper coffee in a proper coffee cup” starting on middle C and going to the C above middle C. Then on the way down “red leather yellow leather”

- Vowels with hand signals starting with C major and going up by half steps

- Major triads on vowels starting on middle C and going up 

Procedures/activates:

1. Welcome class

2. Give an overview of what will be done in class today

3. Complete warm-ups 

4. Instruct all to sing through the top of page five no matter what happens

5. Start Ezekiel instruct all men to sing beginning 

6. Instruct women to come in when their part arises

7. Give first pitch and count in giving one full bar prep

8. Teacher will observe troubled spots 

9. Fix troubled spots and run the section again.

10. Give feed back and instruct to turn to “Just Sing” page 8

11. Review key change and ending 

12. Sing song through with help from teacher when needed (key change)

13. Give feedback and fix any troubled spots

14. (If time talk about dynamics and phrasing)
